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Senior Health Myths Seminar

On January 15 (Mon), KACS held a health
seminar at Bascom Community Center,
attended by about 60 seniors. Led by Director
Cheolho Won of KACS (specializing in Korean
medicine), the session addressed medical
myths, medication misunderstandings, and
the importance of regular checkups.
Participants also practiced simple stretches for
daily health management.
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Low-Income Senior Public Housing Seminar
KACS hosted a seminar on March 19 at Bascom
Community Center to provide low-income
seniors with information about public housing
services in Santa Clara County. The seminar
was led by Social Service Director Ji-Young Lee
and covered housing program types, eligibility,
application steps, and support available for
immigrants and those facing housing
challenges. KACS continues to assist seniors
and low-income families with housing
information and application support.
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First Full Moon Festival

On Feb 14 (Fri), KACS held a First Full Moon
Festival (Jeongwol Daeboreum) celebration at
Bascom Community Center with around 350
attendees. Local leaders, including Consul
General of the Republic of Korea in SF, Lim
Jung-taek joined the event which featured folk
games, photo booths, and health info booths.
Senior performers presented janggy, line
dancing, and ukulele, along with a knitting
exhibit. All guests received bibimbap lunch
boxes, traditional Korean treats, and raffle
prizes. Two weeks earlier, KACS delivered meals
and gifts to 200 seniors at nine low-income
apartment sites. The event was supported by
the Overseas Koreans Agency, Health Trust,
donors, and volunteers.
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Lung Health Breathing Seminar

On March 26th, Breathe California held a
senior seminar on breathing techniques for
lung health. Around 40 participants learned 12
exercises to support better breathing and
overall wellness. The session included hands-
on practice, blood pressure checks, and lung
capacity screenings. Breathing techniques for g
stress, insomnia, and depression were also
introduced. Participants said the exercises
were easy to follow and useful in daily life.
Many expressed interest in attending similar
wellness programs in the future.
